Rafting the White Salmon is one of the best-kept recreation secrets of the 
northwest. The Wild and Scenic White Salmon River is located near Bingen, 
Washington just across the Columbia River from the town of Hood River, Oregon. 
This river offers some of the best class III-IV rapids around and the glaciers of Mt. 
Adams combined with the immense aquifers in the area, keep the White Salmon 
bubbling all summer long! The rapids are big & bouncy with many large waves 
and powerful holes.  With rapids like Maytag, Corner Cave, Grasshoper, Siwash, 
Corkscrew, Waterspout, Stairstep, Highway Hole, Rattlesnake, Deadmans' 
Corner to name a few. The river cuts its way through one of the most beautiful, 
constricted and heavily forested gorges in the Pacific Northwest. The water is gin-
clear, the weather is fabulous and rapids are big and numerous; making the White 
Salmon River one of the most exciting river trips in the west!
